Educational Visits Policy

The Head teacher is responsible for ensuring that visits are approved as necessary, fits in with timetable and the ethos of the trip is one which the school is happy to be associated with. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]An annual consent form to be signed by parents at the beginning of each school year which will be an annual permission slip. However parents may be given the opportunity to opt out of trips that are not part of normal lessons.
Parents will be advised that a trip is happening with all the relevant details. 
To ensure that all care has been taken to minimise risk to staff and pupils, by following the guidance in the following documents:
1. For trips in the local area or sporting events which incur no cost to parents, at other schools within school hours
2. For day trips outside the local area, which incur a cost to the parent
3. For residential trips either in the UK or overseas.
Those organising trips will be expected to have considered all risks that are likely to be incurred and taken necessary preventative measures, but a written risk assessment is not required for every activity (in accordance with new government advice – see www.education.gov.uk
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
